	Text21: The course was created quite a while back as an upper-division elective aimed at the study of planets. This was before the discovery of planetary systems around other stars, though, so the existing title refers to "the" Solar System. There are now thousands of planetary systems known that can also be discussed, so this title change reflects a terminology change in the field to now study Planetary Systems (plural).AST 364 is an upper-division elective aimed at the discussion of current results from the astronomical literature, and therefore requires familiarity with terminology and astronomy-specific concepts that are not discussed within the introductory physics curriculum.
